“Imperial” Hellenism and Cyprus.
From the 19th to the 20th century.

Abstract

During the 13th century, the presence of Greece, drawing from the past but also fueled
by strong migratory flows, spread to wider areas of the eastern Mediterranean, the Bal-
kans, Russia and especially Asia Minor. This expansion had one common element: it
took place in imperial areas, i.e. areas that were the territory of empires - the Ottoman
Empire, primarily, with its extension in Egypt, the Russian Empire and, to a lesser extent,
the Austrian Empire.

At the root of this mass movement of Greek populations lies a twofold, early “liberation”,
partly a product of the Greek Revolution. In Greece, there was no aristocracy hased on
land property with main source of income being the land income. Consequently, in small
Greece there was no slavery or other attachment of the rural population to the land. The
lower clergy pushed away rather than restrained those who attempted to live off the land.

The capabilities of the Greeks came in conirast to the social structures of the neighbaring
imperial area. The aristocrats” land-grabbing and the poverty of the farmers created
attachment of local societies to the land even when land products nurtured commer-
cialization for the benefit of Western capitalism (tobacco, cotton, etc.). It was in the gap
between this form of slavery and the rapidly evolving capitalist relations of production
that Greek capitalism developed, independently or based on the penetration of Western
capital, rendering Hellenism, for a significant part of the 19th century, a central influential
factor in the East. This status continued until the last decade of the 19th century.

Cyprus was not part of this general scheme. Apart from its anachronistic agricultural
character, the main root of this can perhaps be traced to the domination - economic,
political and spiritual - of the local Church which, to a large extent, formed a kind of
aristocracy that maintained its dependence on the land and its fixation on traditional
patterns. The inclusion of the island in the British colonial space consolidated, rather than
liberated, the island’s society from its traditional conditions.

The course of Cypriot Hellenism did not run parallel to that of “imperial” Hellenism and
its capitalist performance.

The values of the April Revolution in the future of Portugal

Abstract

Portugal’s forty-eight years of fascist dictatorship are one of the darkest periods in
the country’s history. Using the State’s coercive force, the fascist dictatorship pro-
moted the centralisation and concentration of capital and the formation of monopoly
groups that became the owners and leaders of all fundamental sectors of the national
economy. These groups accumulated massive fortunes based on the over-exploitation,
destitution, poverty and oppression of the Portuguese people and of the peoples of the
Portuguese colonies, who were deprived of their most basic rights and saw their natural
wealth plundered. Portugal's ties of dependence to imperialism, in exchange for external
support for the regime, promoted the assaciation of Portuguese monopoly groups with
foreign monopolies and handed over to imperialism sectors of the economy that it did
not yet control.

The April 25, 1974, Revolution was an assertion of national sovereignty and
independence. It was the result of a long and heroic struggle by the working class,
working people, the popular masses and the Portuguese demacratic forces. It put an
end to the fascist dictatorship and the colonial war - recognizing the right to the total
and immediate independence of the peaples in struggle, who had been subjected to
Portuguese colonialism for centuries. It brought about profound political, economic,
social and cultural transformations that are components of the demacratic regime and
of the Portuguese economy and which opened up the prospect of a new period in the
country’s history, marked by freedom and social progress. It profoundly changed

Portugal’s position on the international stage.

Imperialist plans in light of the geopolitical
significance of Cyprus

Abstract

This intervention picks up the thread where Joseph Conrad left it with Kurtz in the
novel ‘Heart of Darkness’; namely, at the European imperialism in the Congo jungle.
As 50 years have passed since the Turkish invasion and occupation, it is a conditio
sine qua non to analyse the plans of British and US-NATO imperialism with regard
to the long-lasting issue of Cyprus.

The issue of the imperialist patronage of Cyprus -and the domestic and Greek
political (and non political) advocates who support it through various plans and
schemes- is not a recent phenomenon. There has always heen -and still is- an
attempt to impose an imperialist plan on Cyprus under suffocating NATO control,
aiming to lessen sovereign rights on the one hand and impose a constitutional type
of partition on the other.

The intervention examines and analyses the multitude of forms, actions and
projects with the same objective: The methodical scheming for dominance of the
imperialist powers, particularly the US and the UK, precisely because of the geopo-
litical significance of Cyprus.

Revisiting 1974: A reflective and long-lasting reading against
the morbid revisionism of history

Abstract

The intervention focuses on three interrelated levels of analysis. What happened in Cy-
prus in 1974 has to be placed in a broader context, while at the same time giving room
for action and highlighting domestic issues and correlations that shaped the Cypriot
social formation. First, we need to read what happened at the time within the global and
regional changes and contradictions of the specific time juncture, two parallel process-
es: the long conflict between the revolutionary and the counter-revolutionary pracess, as
this has impacted on the Cyprus problem. Secondly, we have to approach the coup and
the Turkish invasion from a long-standing perspective that dates back a decade before,
i.e. since 1964 with the intercommunal conflicts, the de facto abolition of bicommunal-
ism and the invention of multiple Cypriot exception regimes. The Cyprus problem is the
predominantly social-class issue within which the political- national issue is embedded.

The third level concerns the newly emerging, but equally morbid, attempts for the revi-
sionism of history. One approach denies/underestimates the existence of specific pat-
terns, structures and trends in history, or even in the cases it admits that they exist,
history is merely a consequence of chaotic and random events. Another tendency sees
everything as pre-planned as conspiratorial scenarios, roughly as kismet, mostly by
cynics, far-rightists and nationalists who equalize persons, policies, and society. History
is personified, since they think it is written by great men (rarely women), either stupid
or malicious where everything is a puppet show or a cartoon. In none of the above
morbid revisionisms is there any room for social and political forces, for resistance and
struggle - we are simply living the end of history. Yet, there is history and struggle. Half a
century after 1974, this time can only be interpreted as a political milestone, undoubtedly
catastrophic, but at the same time, containing a complex temporality that imposed new
facts through which we ought to soberly see the prospects for the present and the future.

Colonialism and settler politics:
a parallel saciety in the occupied territories

Abstract

The phenomenon of population transfer from Turkey to Cyprus after 1974 has been
studied either in the theoretical framework of the phenomenon of settlement or in the
framework of theories of migration. On the one hand, the phenomenon of settlement
(with the most recent historical example being the settlement policy in Palestine)
has shown that settlers are a structural part of instability deriving from expansionist
policies. On the other hand, the literature on migration has shown that migrants do
not usually seek to engage in civil conflicts and/or wars. But what happens in cases
where settlement policies have a specific time period and are followed by migration
flows? What are the differentiations produced when the social and class profile of set-
tlers shows similarities with migrant populations? This presentation aims to study the
politics of settlement in Cyprus by analysing the ‘hybrid elements’ that arise from the
presence of settlers and migrants in the Turkish Cypriot community. Part of the pre-
sentation will deal with the process of settler politicization and the reactions of Turkish
Cypriots. Within this context, the presentation seeks to draw out possible causes that
explain the absence of large and massive settler organisations in the occupied terri-
tories, as well as the role played by the Turkish Cypriot opposition.

Shadows of the coup and the 1974 invasion.
Parastate armed groups and the political crisis
in the defense of the Republic of Cyprus

Abstract

This paper focuses on the impact of military and paramilitary structures of the defense
strategy of Cyprus in the period before the Turkish invasion in 1974. It focuses on how
internal political differences and ideological polarisation affected the organisation and
performance of the island’s defense forces. In addition, it analyses the structure and role
of the state and paramilitary armed forces, in light of the internal conflicts and strong
interaction with the island’s political life.

The intervention highlights how the Turkish Cypriot enclaves, as elements of fragmenta-
tion, have negatively affected the unification of the defense space, creating serious ob-
stacles to the elaboration of a unified defense plan. Paramilitary armed groups, such as
EOKA-B, are identified as critical factors of instability, exploiting the existing leadership
and coordination gap to expand their influence, both militarily and politically.

The analysis highlights the inability of the Cypriot political and military leadership to
organise a coherent and coordinated defense response, especially after the coup of 15
July. The coup significantly aggravated the disorder in the field of military organisation
and coordination, adding an additional layer of uncertainty and mistrust between the
different armed formations. The presence of Greek officers in the Cypriot armed forces,
which could have acted as a unifying factor, to the contrary, caused further confusion due
to the different strategic objectives between Athens and Nicosia.

In addition, the presentation examines the impact of the prevalent presence of Turkish
Cypriot armed groups, which caused significant problems in defense planning and the
implementation of a homogeneous defense plan. Internal differences and the lack of
coordination between the different armed groups had a crucial impact on Cyprus” ability
to deal with the invader effectively.

The inability to unify the armed forces, combined with long-standing political divisions
and hostility between different armed groups, contributed decisively to the final defense
failure during the Turkish invasion.

Demographic engineering in Turkey’s irredentism process

Abstract

How should we talk about the population brought/arrived/encouraged to/forced to come
from Anatolia after 1974, starting from 1975? Why are they not all immigrants? Of course,
some of them have the status of immigrants according to the definition, some of them
can even be called asylum seekers, especially those who fled the violence and aggres-
sion of the Turkish state in Kurdistan, the arrival of some Kurds, Alevis to the island can
actually be considered within the term asylum seekers, but the demographic engineer-
ing of the Turkish state plays an important role here because even some people who fled
Anatolia for security reasons could he turned into border guards of the Turkish state in
the northern part of Cyprus...

However, we cannot call all these processes colonisation in the classical definition, be-
cause in that case the essence of Turkey's irredentist project may not be understood...
The Republic of Turkey continues to consider the whole of Cyprus as its territory, there-
fore they are not establishing a colony on their own territory; in the irredentist process
they intend to connect the island more tightly to the mainland through demographic
engineering, therefore it is important to understand the demographic change in this
framework...

Besides these, it is useful to remember some definitions...

Article 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention, which came into force in 1949 and is still
part of customary law, prohibits the mass movement of people in territory occupied by
belligerents.

“Deportation or forcible transfer of population” is defined as a crime against humanity
under Article 7 of the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court. The International
Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia has tried and in some cases convicted many
political and military officials for forcibly expelling people from the region.

In other words, in Cyprus in 1974, Article 49 of the Fourth Geneva Convention was violated
in two ways in order to further the irredentist process...

Human Rights and the Cyprus Problem

Abstract

The process of recovery from mass violence and its aftermath tends to be understood as
necessarily holding human rights at its centre. In this short intervention, | will touch on
three questions relating to the role of human rights in dealing with the ‘Cyprus problem’.
| use the term ‘Cyprus problem’ to capture a variety of dimensions of Cyprus past and
current predicament, notably the coup and invasion of 1974 and their aftermath. The
questions | propose to consider are: 1) how has recourse to the European Court of Human
Rights delineated the contours of redress for abuses of human rights that fall within
the scope of the Cyprus problem; 2) how and to what effect have human rights been
invoked in non-juridical contexts to address (ongoing) harms falling within the scope of
the Cyprus problem; and 3) how can human rights be part of peace-making in Cyprus.
Within the confines of my short intervention, | consider how grappling with the nuances
of human rights within and beyond the legal frame helps us make sense of their potential
and limits in delivering justice and making peace.

The Resumption of the Negotiation Pracess on the Cyprus Issue:
Between Challenges and Hope

Abstract

Since the failure in Crans Montana, almost seven years ago, the resumption of the ne-
gotiation process on the Cyprus problem has nat been achieved. This is the longest
deadlock since 1974. Anyone who looks hack at the evolution of our political problem
after the Turkish invasion and occupation will effortlessly reach the conclusion that the
period of the absence of a negotiation process was precisely the period most conducive
to new fait accompli. The same is the case now, all the more so now that for the first time
the UN has exonerated Turkey for the failure in the negotiating process and placed the
responsibility on the leaders of the two communities. In these circumstances, Turkey has
returned, twenty years later, to the claim of two states on the island, while Tatar claims
sovereign equality and equal international status as a precondition for returning to the
negotiating table.

It is imperative that the negotiating process is resumed. The UN Secretary General him-
self, in a number of reports to the Security Council after the Crans Montana debacle, has
stressed that the talks must resume and continue from where they left off, on the basis of
the Guterres framework and convergences. However, in the process, finding that neither
side was responding, he stopped saying so, confining himself to saying that common
ground must be found.

The presentation attempts to explain why the Secretary General's position to continue the
talks where they left off is correct. Admittedly, at Crans Montana we had come very close
to resolving the key aspects of the Cyprus problem and, therefore, strategic agreement
on the six points of the Guterres framework would effectively make a comprehensive
settlement inevitable.

But how far is it possible to preserve what was achieved in the talks? Can Turkey consent
and return to the course of Crans-Montana? This painstaking question can only be an-
swered by testing Turkey. What is needed is absolute consistency in the position to con-
tinue from where we left off, which is currently lacking, with President Christodoulides
challenging key paints of the Guterres framework, particularly on the issue of political
equality. In addition, we need a positive agenda that cannot be limited to Euro-Turkish is-
sues, but must extend to incentives, which ohviously do not leave Turkey unmoved, such
as the energy issue. As long as this is not achieved, Turkey will continue to pursue con-
solidate new fait accompliundisturbed and will persist n its deadlock two-state position.

ELAM, Cyprus and Migration

Abstract

The 50th anniversary of the Coup and the Turkish Invasion coincides with the elec-
toral rise of the far right in Cyprus. Utilizing analytical tools offered by the volumi-
nous literature on the far right in Europe, this presentation attempts to highlight the
reasons for the rise of ELAM in Cyprus. Although much of the literature focuses on
the “political demand” of voters for the positions of such parties, the intervention
focuses mainly on the role of “political supply”, i.e. the positions and tactics of
the other actors in the system. It argues that the ambivalence of key actors on the
Cyprus problem and, in particular, the interconnection of the issue with the migra-
tion issue, has contributed in legitimizing and normalizing ELAM and in partially
disassosiating it from the Greek Golden Dawn. The presentation concludes with
an exploration of the impact of the normalization of ELAM on efforts to resolve the
Cyprus problem

Abstract

Reproducing myths in an Ottoman educational system

Abstract

The ideological framewark of the operation of modern states can only be perceived if we
analyse the educational system that the states establish on their territory and through
the lessons -mainly history- they promote, among other values, loyalty to the state. With
the proclamation of the Republic of Cyprus and the withdrawal of the British regime,
education was organised on the hasis of the provisions of the Constitution according
to which all educational and teaching matters for Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots
are entrusted to the Greek Community Assembly and the Turkish Community Assembly
respectively. Education remains a community affair for Greek Cypriots and Turkish Cy-
priots in the common state, which leads to the maintenance of its separate character,
Greek and Turkish respectively. National memory as a form of collective memary for the
two communities functioned quite separately in the period after the proclamation of the
Republic, while one of the most basic means of shaping and reproducing the separate
national memory for each community was the educational system. In this respect, any
investigation into the absence of a notion of a common state between Greek Cypriots
and Turkish Cypriots must begin with an analysis of the way in which the communities
managed the separate communal education systems on the island. In this context, the
reproduction of myths in relation to the history of Cyprus, particularly the Ottoman period,
remains one of the key features of the Greek Cypriot educational system.

Literary representations of the 1974 coup

Abstract

The events of the summer of 1974 - the subjugation of the Republic of Cyprus and the
coup d'état overthrow of the legitimate President Makarios by the American-motivated
fascist military Greek dictatorship and the nationalist “EOKA B”, with the subsequent
bloody intervention, invasion of the Turkish army and the occupation of 37% of Cyprus
affected the daily life of the people, but also the intellectuals, the way of feeling, of
coexistence and thinking in a multicultural society of Cyprus.

Representations can be identified in several artistic works, including novels, chroni-
cles/testimonies, collections of short stories, various individual publications of poems
or published collections.

Dramatic and tragic representations condensed in each individual case of a resi-
dent of Cyprus contributed to the explosion of writing in both poetry and prose with
an aesthetically interesting variety of expressive means. They formed a (fragmented)

Theatre as a space for recording
and managing historical memory:
the case of Cyprus (coup d'état and Turkish invasion 1974)

Abstract

The presentation focuses on how the events of 1974 have affected and still affect the
theatre, in an attempt to investigate the ways in which artists perceive and manage
historical events, capturing the relationship between historical memory and art. For the
playwright, “History” is a “data bank™ and the theatre a “search engine”, which creates
and projects live the incidents that the creative-artists have chosen to present. What is
at stake is the manner, causes and mechanisms that lead to the engraving of specific
historical events in the collective and individual memory, from which they are recalled in
the given image, which is shaped by the stage.

The course of contemporary Cypriot theatre is inextricably linked to the contemporary
history of the country. The new political and social reality created after 1974 gave a new
impetus to Cypriot theatre. The preoccupation of Greek Cypriot creative artists with the
trauma of 1974 continued into the post-traumatic period, limiting in a way the connection
of theatre with other contemporary issues. A move away from this tendency can be ob-
served among the new generation of artists, not necessarily new in age, who have heen
active since 2000. With the passage into the new millennium, the trauma is not healed,
but appears on a smaller scale and from a different perspective. Indicatively, plays and
performances dealing with the frauma and its aftermath in 1974 are presented, and their
perspectives are analysed.
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
